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We have talked about Tithing in many contexts over the years, and
especially with regard to the United Methodist Church’s ongoing
campaign to urge people to “Tithe Your Will!” In fact, we have
discussed Tithing so many times, you may be a little tired of hearing
about it!

Well, let’s not quit just yet! Tithing is real. It has been a primary topic of
concern since biblical times. It is a very real and constant concern to the
people who populate a lot of our neighboring congregations in our region. We really need to consider how
each of us can fit the practice of Tithing into our lives.

When you study the issue of Tithes, you come to learn that a Tithe is the First Ten Percent of the product of
your labors. In practical terms, that means that you take the First Ten Percent of the money that comes into
your household. This is actually what you owe to God for His work in His Kingdom here on Earth.
Offerings are really those things of value (like money) that you choose to contribute over and above your
Tithes to God’s works.

Peggy and | decided early in our marriage that we should make every effort to Tithe. We estimated our
income and tried to make sure we automatically placed that First Ten Percent into the work of our Lord
God. We have done this through regular automatic funds transfers of an estimated value every payroll
period. We then add to those automatic transfers with periodic checks designed to keep pace with that
necessary Ten Percent “Obligation.” At the end of each year, we calculated all our income for the year and
how much of it was delivered to our church and to some other works of God in our community. If we found
that we were short of the necessary Ten Percent, we made sure to make up for the shortfall somehow.

Now, this didn’t come easy. It took us a while to get accustomed to the practice and to reach that obligatory
Ten Percent Tithe level. But with diligence and dedication, we did it! In fact, we were surprised how easy it
became to not only Tithe that First Ten Percent, but to be able to contribute additional amounts to the works
of our Lord God in the community where we live.

In fact, we did add a codicil to our Wills that directed a Tithe to the church we love and call our home:
Mountain Vista United Methodist Church. When Peggy died, there was no question that the First Ten
Percent of all the new dollars that came into my bank belonged to God. | made sure that the first checks I
wrote were to the Mountain Vista United Methodist Church Endowment Fund and to the MVUMC
Maintenance Fund. These two funds are dedicated to the long-term preservation of the legacy of love that
our church has brought to our lives.
