Pastor’s Ponderings—  “My Son, Trust in the Lord with All Your Heart”

My youngest son, Scott, is graduating from high school!  Time flies. I know it is a cliché, but I do not realize
how true it is until a milestone like this comes upon me--more like a ton of bricks than a stone.  Scott was seven
years old when we moved to Utah.  Now he is eighteen, and today, I wish I had taken more pictures.  

I was talking in church on Sunday about how there have been many parents I have talked with over the years
who have been perplexed in their Christian faith when it comes to how their love for their children fits into it
all.  They have said things to me like, “I know I’m supposed to love God first and then my children.  But I can’t
honestly say that I feel that way.”  I can honestly say I understand what they mean when a time like this comes
along.  Scott will be leaving for college soon, and there is a bitter-sweet longing in me, a feeling of emptiness,
while at the same time, a thrilling anticipation to see what God will continue to do in Scott’s life.  Only a very
deep love can be filled with so many, and varied emotions.  When I love Scott so much, how can I possibly
understand my need to love God more?

Ginny Smith, in her message at Wednesday worship last night, helped me understand my need to put God first
if I really want to love Scott the best I can.  If I hold onto Scott too tightly, purposefully or not, I am attempting
to teach him to be dependent on me.  When hard times come, he may continue to turn to me.  As much as I hate
to admit it, as he grows and matures and journeys in this life, and the issues become more and more
complicated, I will be less and less capable of providing strength for his journey.  He will need to learn to turn
to God, not to me, for a strength and direction that will never fail.  And, of course, there will come the time
when I am no longer here with him in this world.  I want more than anything for him to know that he is never
alone, and there is a boundless love to guide him.  So, as I did from the time Scott walked into the classroom on
his first day of kindergarten--without me, I let go a little more, and allow God to hold him in the palm of His
hand.

The best advice I could leave with Scott—Proverbs 3:1-6:

My son, do not forget my teaching, but keep my commands in your heart, 2 for they will prolong your
life many years and bring you prosperity. 3 Let love and faithfulness never leave you; bind them around
your neck, write them on the tablet of your heart.  Then you will win favor and a good name in the sight
of God and people. Trust in the LORD with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding; in
all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths straight.

RMC UMVIM Report from Pastor Jon on Haiti

Hot and humid are words strong enough to deter any
visitor to Haiti, unless one is a Volunteer In Missions team
member, determined to help the people of Haiti.  10 such
members from the Rocky Mountain Conference joined
forces traveling from Wyoming, Utah and Colorado in
order to make a difference in the lives of Haitian people
devastated by the earthquake.

Our projects included something rarely seen in Haiti,
visitors working for and with Haitian craftsman.  We
carried their mud, handed them blocks and shared tools,
smiles and gloves.  The effort saw the construction of a
block wall in front of the Methodist Boys School, an
orphanage for 43 kids who still will not sleep indoors due
to the fear of another quake.

A brand new 3 room tent added to the outdoor quarters on
the back deck of the property.  School supplies and
medicines provided some comfort and a new sense of
security and a sit down session at the end added tears of
joy and a renewed commitment to helping the Haitian
people get back on their feet.

It was difficult to see that so little has been done in the
worst hit areas and at the same time, over 150 UMVIM
teams have signed on to move progress forward.  Children
from the streets joined the team members on a daily basis
watching, laughing and playing soccer among the stones
and dirt of the dusty street which now houses homeless
families in lean to shacks.  They have no place to go, little
food to eat and water is sparse, but, the friendships are
abundant.

The team members brought 23 suitcases of medical
supplies, school supplies and tools which prompted a visit
to the MASH unit at the airport and Grace Children’s
Hospital not far from the work site.  The tools gave the
craftsmen an opportunity to continue their work and when
it was all said and done, each of the team members left
their work boots for each one of the Haitian construction
crew, replacing torn up tennis shoes or providing
protection to bare feet.

Any one person can make a difference in another person’s
life and that is what this team accomplished, we made a
difference for the kids in the orphanage, the children in the
school, the staff at the Guest house and the workers on the
crew.  It’s all about caring for God’s creation and the best
part of all, they cared about us.  We can’t wait to go back!
