Pastor’s Ponderings—  “Stuart, John, and the Preacher”

Jesus looked at them and said, “With man this is impossible, but not with God; all things are possible with God.”  —Mark 10:27

Stuart Hamblen was born to the family of an itinerant Methodist preacher, October 20, 1908 in Kelleyville, Texas.
In the 50’s he was a well-known radio host/comedian/song writer in Hollywood. He was noted for his drinking,
womanizing, partying, and, generally, all-around wild living. One of his hit songs was, “I Won’t Go hunting With You
Jake (But I’ll Go Chasing Women).”

One day, along came a young preacher holding a tent revival.  Hamblen invited the preacher to be on his radio
show, planning to poke a little fun at him. In order to gather more material for his show, Hamblen showed up at one of the
revival meetings. Early in the service the preacher announced, “There is one man in this audience who is a big fake.”
Hamblen was convinced that he was the one the preacher was talking about. The words continued to haunt him. A couple
of nights later he showed up drunk at the preacher’s hotel door at 2 a.m., demanding the preacher pray for him!  The
preacher refused, saying, “This is between you and God, and I’m not going to get in the middle of it.” However, he did
invite Stuart in. They talked until 5 a.m., at which point Stuart dropped to his knees and with tears, cried out to God.

This is not the end of the story, though. Stuart quit drinking, quit chasing women,
quit everything that was “fun.” Soon he began to lose favor with the Hollywood crowd.
He was ultimately fired by the radio station when he refused to accept a beer company as a sponsor. Hard times were upon
him.  He tried writing Christian songs, but the only one that had much success was “This Old House,” written for his
friend Rosemary Clooney.

As he continued to struggle, John, a long time friend, took him aside and told him, “All your troubles started
when you ‘got religion.’  Was it worth it all?”

Stuart answered simply, “Yes.”
His friend asked, “You liked your booze so much. Don’t you ever miss it?”
His answer was, “No.”
Then John said, “I don't understand how you could give it up so easily.”
Stuart’s response was, “It’s no big secret. All things are possible with God.”
To this John said, “That’s a catchy phrase. You should write a song about it.”
And as they say, “The rest is history.”  The song he wrote was “It Is No Secret.”

It is no secret, what God can do. What He’s done for others, He’ll do for you.
With arms wide open, He’ll welcome you. It is no secret, what God can do.

By the way, Stuart’s friend was John Wayne, and the young preacher who refused to pray for him: Billy Graham.
During a 1963 crusade in Los Angeles, Graham called Hamblen’s conversion “the turning point” in the Billy Graham
Evangelistic Association’s ministry. Before Hamblen accepted Christ, the crowds were rather small. Hamblen was the
number one radio personality in Los Angeles, and with his influence, huge crowds began to gather to hear Rev. Graham.
That evening, Graham’s first coast-to-coast television broadcast, Hamblen shared his faith and sang his signature hymn,
“It Is No Secret.”

Lay Leader Message:  Traditional Worship

The Order of Worship has changed over the years – especially in recent years.  Even our “traditional” services are
missing elements in the order of worship that many of us who grew up in the 1970s or earlier are more likely to recall.  All
of these aspects of worship have a history and a purpose.  As times have changed, so has the way we worship and what
is meaningful to some may be lost on others.  The United Methodist Church, as well as many other denominations, has
tried to establish different services in an effort to make worship meaningful to more members of the congregation and any
visitors.

If you’re old enough to remember the “real” traditional service, you may miss certain aspects or you may not.  But
following are a few of the elements of the “old” traditional order of worship that we used in the past, and still use at least
from time-to-time, and some history and reasons for why they were used.

Psalter:   The Psalter was derived from books of Psalms, known as psalters that contained psalms written as chants.
These predated hymns, hymn singing and the common use of hymnals.  The Catholic tradition of chanting the Psalter,
which was incorporated into Protestant churches, seems to be a continuation of the Judaic custom of “singing” the Psalms
during worship.  No one knows how these sounded during Biblical times but most historians agree that it was likely in the
form of a chant.  The Apostle Paul encouraged the early Christians to edify one another through the use of "psalms and
hymns and spiritual songs" (Ephesians 5:19; Colossians 3:16).  Clearly, this aspect of a traditional worship service goes
back to the earliest days of the Church.

Creeds:   Creeds have been recited in Christian churches for hundreds of years.  According to The Rev. J. Richard Peck
on the United Methodist Church’s Web site, the UMC doesn’t require members to believe any affirmation of faith in total.
Even John Wesley took exception to aspects of certain creeds.  For example, he disagreed with the historic Athanasian
Creed because it emphasized the condemnation of people to hell if they did not profess belief in certain things.

The United Methodist Church is not a creedal church and does not require affirmation of a strict list of beliefs as a
condition of membership.  Nevertheless, a number of creeds are included in our hymnal and the two most familiar to most
of us are the Nicene and Apostles' Creeds.  Creeds are still used in traditional worship services because of their long
history of use as affirmations of faith and as reminders of the universality of the essential elements of Christian belief.

Reading of the Word:   Many will recall that services had an Old Testament reading, a New Testament reading and a
reading from one of the Gospels.  When the Gospel was read, we all stood.  According to the UMC Book of Worship, we
stand, because, “. . . in the reading of the four Gospels we are addressed by the words of Christ and experience this as an
encounter with the living Christ. Many Christians prefer to stand and greet Christ . . . and remain standing for the reading
of the Gospel as an act of respect for the Christ who is addressing us.”  Another comment I read from the Lutheran
tradition was that those who are risen in Christ, stand with Christ and the reading of his word.

These days, it seems most services contain Old and New Testament lessons within the sermon but typically, only one
reading is offered prior to the delivery of the sermon and we seldom stand if there is a Gospel reading.  There is no right
or wrong way to worship.  But it is nice to recall our traditions and understand the reasons behind them and how they
unite us with other people of faith throughout the ages.

Rob was a member at Hilltop UMC when he got his call to Ministry in May of 2007. At that time he went through local
pastor licensing school and in July was assigned as Lay Pastor to Johnson Memorial UMC in Delores, Colorado. He
received his license in August 2007 and was appointed to JMUMC. He is a very passionate person and he is very excited
to join Trinity UMC.

Pastor from Texas to Lead United Methodist Committe e on Relief
April 13, 2010 (GBGM) -The Rev. Cynthia Fierro Harvey, a pastor from Texas with a background in the local church,
international health ministries, domestic disaster relief, and organizational management is the new head of the United
Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR). She was elected on April 13 by directors of the General Board of Global
Ministries, the United Methodist mission agency of which UMCOR is a part. Harvey succeeds the Rev. Sam Dixon, who
was killed in the earthquake that shook Haiti last January 12. Her new position is effective May 1.
Harvey began a special assignment in late January as liaison between UMCOR and United Methodist congregations and
annual (regional) conferences that have to date given $17.8 million to relief efforts in Haiti. For two years, starting in
February 2008, she was director of the Texas Conference's Center for Mission Excellence, which equips leaders to carry
out ministries of mercy, justice, and wholeness.

Church Facility Use Guidelines

1. Whether indoors or outdoors an adult must supervise all activities at all times. Children
are not to be left unattended at any time. No climbing on furniture, trees or on
buildings.

2. Equipment such as pianos, instruments or other equipment should not be used without
specific approval.

3. Do not leave behind or store valuables on church premises.
4. Return all tables and chairs to their original places. Make sure tables and countertops

have been wiped clean.
5. No tacks, pins, nails or glue may be used to fasten items to the walls. Anything mounted

on the walls should be approved and hung by the Trustees.
6. Flyers should be placed on bulletin boards or doors – not taped to walls.
7. NO use of alcohol as a beverage, smoking, or other use of tobacco products is allowed in

MVUMC buildings or on MVUMC grounds.
8. Use of any kitchen appliance or equipment, other than coffeemakers, requires advance

approval by the Trustees.
9. Use only the area or areas for which your group has received approval.
10. Clean up all areas you have occupied, vacuum or sweep floors, wipe up any spills with

clean water. (Please note: our church does not have janitorial staff or a janitorial service)
11. Remove all trash to dumpsters and replace liners.
12. Check bathrooms and make sure toilets are flushed and any trash is picked up.
13. The last person exiting the building should check to make sure that all lights are

turned off and be sure all doors are properly locked and secured.

Persons or groups who wish to use MVUMC facilities on a one-time or on-going basis must submit in advance
a written request form to the Church Office, sign a Liability Waiver and Use Agreement, and pay any fees or
deposits, if required. Requests are reviewed and approved/denied by the MVUMC Board of Trustees. Requests
for special events should be made at least a month in advance.
